By Car – You may enter Canada through International Falls/Fort Frances, and travel
east on Highway 11, then north on Highway 502 to Dryden, follow Highway 17
west to Highway 105. Take Highway 105 north 38 miles to Manotak Lodge.

By Commercial Airline – We suggest that you fly commercial airline to Winnipeg,
Manitoba, and then to Dryden. You can rent a car at either Winnipeg or Dryden 
airports and drive to Manotak, or we will be glad to assist you with the necessary
contacts to make arrangements for service from the airport to the Lodge.

Both
lakes provide very good fishing.We provide contour

underwater structure and other helpful information. Dave will advise you of the
current hot spots and will assist you with your choice of lures and rigging.

For those wanting more adventure, we offer day trips to our remote lake 
locations; we have an outstanding muskie only lake. If you prefer we 
can also arrange for a daily fly-out to a remote wilderness lake.

The fishing season begins in mid May. When 
the ice melts, the shallows are the warmest
and the fishing action is fast and furious for
all species. Most fish seek cooler water in mid
July; you will have to adjust down for them.
As fall approaches in late August, the surface
water starts to cool down. Bass and Walleye
concentrate and when you find them, it will
provide some of the best fishing ever.
Remember too that late August and September
are trophy muskie time. Fall is also when the 
whitefish move into shallow water.
